COACHING STAFF:

Bob Spielmann – Camp Director & Elm Grove Soccer
Club Director of Coaching

Coach Spielmann is currently the Director of Coaching at
Elm Grove Soccer Club. Prior to being at Elm Grove,
Spielmann spent two seasons as Associate Head Coach at
UW–Milwaukee with the Panthers. He went to UWM from
Marquette High School in Milwaukee, where he spent 
28 seasons as head coach. He turned Marquette into one of
the nation’s premier high school soccer programs, compiling
a 532-73-40 career record while claiming 20 Division 1 State
Championships, including 10 consecutive State Champi-
onships; He was the first coach ever to lead a team to four
consecutive State Championships when the WIAA and
WISAA combined. In addition, the Hilltoppers have earned
four State Runner-up honors and 21 Conference Champi-
onships. The Marquette High teams were ranked among the
nation’s top 25 teams in the NSCAA High School rankings
every year from 1995 – 2005.

Coach Spielmann has helped develop 22 High School All-
Americans. He was the NSCAA Midwestern Region 5 Coach
of the Year in 1990, 95, 97, & 99, was the Milwaukee Jour-
nal Sentinel Coach of the Year in 1998, 2000 and 2003, and
in 1995 was named the NSCAA National Coach of the Year.
Along with his extensive experience as a clinician, Coach
Spielmann is a USSF “A” licensed coach and served as the
assistant coach of the Milwaukee Wave United of the 
A-League for two years

Annie Dalecky – Coach Dalecky prepped at Wauwatosa
East HS where she helped Tosa East win two WIAA State
Championships. She went on to play at Marquette Universi-
ty where she was 1st team all conference her junior and
senior years, conference defensive player of the year, All
Great Lakes Region and Honorable Mention All American.
She is one of the top female coaches in the state.

Other members of the staff will be EGSC coaches who 
have either played or coached under the tutelage of Coach
Spielmann.
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
